The volume of papers should not be less than 8 pages (including figures and references). All figures must be stored in *.tiff or *.jpg format with the minimum resolution of 300 dpi and sent in attachment together with the paper.

Review of Modern Information Sources on the Subject of the Paper
The Times New Roman 11 pt font should be used for main text with line spacing 1.1. 
The text have to be prepared in one column. The paragraph indent should be 10 mm. The page margins and size are given in Table 1. Tables should be placed as separate objects with dimensions which do not exceed the page size. Before the table, the numbering title (for example, Table 1) should be typed in one line and in the next line, the name (title) of the table should be typed.

Author's names (without affiliation) should be typed in the bottom of the page using 11 pt bold font. Author's affiliation (institution, address, e-mail) should be given using 11 pt font. The spacing between authors line and affiliation line is 6 pt. The article title must be written using 14 pt, bold, сentered font. The spacing before and after the title line is 11 pt.
Objectives and Problems of Research
In the beginning of the paper, the abstract and keywords should be given. The abstract should be within the range of 250-500 words. Please, use 11 pt font for abstract and for keywords.

Paper text has to be divided into a number of sections (required sections – Introduction, Problem Statement, Review of Modern Information Sources on the Subject of the Paper, Objectives and Problems of Research, Main material presentation, Conclusions, References). Section titles should be typed using 11 pt centered bold font. The spacing between last section and next section title should be 6 pt, between section title and corresponding section – 3pt.
Main Material Presentation
Equations should be prepared in Microsoft Equation or Mathtype software centered and labelled. The example of equation is Eq. 1:

Conclusions

In this paper, the instructions for preparing camera ready paper for Ukrainian Journal of Mechanical Engineering and Materials Science are presented.
Proper references formatting is essential for scientific papers inclusion in the bibliographic databases such as SciVerse Scopus and Web of Science. References should be in English only and laid out according to IEEE style requirements using 10 pt font. The list of information sources on the subject of the article should include at least 10 references. It is recommended to cite scientific works of local and foreign authors published in journals that are included in the international scientometric databases. All titles in Ukrainian, Russian and other languages using non-Latin characters should be transliterated into Latin characters:
- names of authors – transliteration;

- titles of papers, books and websites – transliteration with adding English translation in square brackets (e.g. “Neorganichnya khimiia” [“Inorganic chemistry”]);

- titles of journals and other periodicals – transliteration with adding English translation in square brackets (e.g. Zhurnal informatsiinykh tekhnolohii [Journal of information technologies]);

- conference titles – transliteration with adding English translation in square brackets (e.g. Trudy 6 Mezhdunarodnogo Simpoziuma “Novye resursosberegayushchie tekhnologii nedropol'zovaniya i povysheniya neftegazootdachi” [Proc. 6th Int. Symp. “New energy saving subsoil technologies and the increasing of the oil and gas impact”]);

- publishers titles – transliteration with adding word “Publ.” (e.g. Vydavnytstvo Lvivskoi politekhniky Publ.).
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
