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Abstract

This article investigates how sociocultural
factors of gender differences influence the design
and architectural planning of residential envi-
ronments. In the problem statement, the author
emphasizes that traditional architectural approaches
often rely on an «average» user model, overlooking
the specific needs of various gender groups. As a
result, certain residents-particularly women, the
elderly, and people with disabilities-may face un-
safe and uncomfortable conditions.

The analysis of recent research and pub-
lications shows that contemporary professional
journals (Gender, Place & Culture, Journal of Urban
Design, Urban Studies) increasingly address gender
equality issues, introducing the concepts of «gender
mainstreaming» and gender-sensitive  design.
Ukrainian scholarly discussions highlight the lack
of systematic approaches to urban planning that
consider the interests of all social groups.

The purpose of the article is to develop
recommendations for gender-sensitive residential
design based on studying the sociocultural
underpinnings of gender differences. Achieving this
goal involves: 1) identifying the key factors that
shape gender-specific scenarios of housing usage;
2) designing recommendations for the architectural
planning of residential environments; and 3) laying
a foundation for further interdisciplinary research in
architecture and sociology.

In presenting the main body of material, the
author suggests taking into account the socio-
cultural dimension of gender by distinguishing
between «traditionaly and «progressive» percep-
tions of women’s and men’s roles in society. The
text also proposes more active community
engagement at the initial stages of project
development in order to uncover the real needs of
diverse user groups.

The conclusions assert that gender-sensitive
planning enhances safety and comfort for all
residents while simultaneously reducing gender ste-
reotypes in the use of residential space. Imple-
menting the strategies described in the article will
improve the adaptability of housing projects,
stimulate further theoretical and practical work on
advancing gender equality, social integration, and
inclusivity in architecture.
