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Abstract

The modern development of urban
environments requires the creation of comfortable,
safe, and architecturally thoughtful spaces for
children. Children’s amusement parks play a cru-
cial role in urban settings, as they combine
functionality, aesthetics, and integration with the
natural landscape.

The “Ururu” children’s park in the Lviv
region serves as an example of a contemporary
approach to architectural planning for such spaces.
The project incorporates key aspects: functional
zoning, environmental sustainability, the use of
natural materials, and innovative technologies. The
park’s architectural environment is built on
principles of spatial harmony and adaptive design,
allowing children to actively engage with their
surroundings.

One of the key architectural solutions is the
use of modular and eco-friendly materials, which
reduces the impact of construction on the envi-
ronment. The central feature of the park is a
multifunctional building that includes educational
and communication zones, a café, and other
essential facilities. Its design ensures natural ven-
tilation, energy efficiency, and seamless integra-
tion into the surrounding landscape.

Safety in design is ensured through strict
adherence to modern norms and standards,
including the ergonomics of children’s spaces,
accessibility for people with limited mobility, and
the use of impact-absorbing surfaces in active play
areas.

An analysis of the “Ururu” park’s operation
demonstrates its positive impact on children’s
leisure and socialization. Its architectural concept
can be adapted for other cities and regions, con-
tributing to the creation of sustainable, innovative,
and safe spaces for children. Thus, architectural
planning plays a key role in developing high-
quality children's environments that meet contem-
porary urban and ecological integration standards.
